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Rules of the Garda Cycling Club

1. The name of the club shall be the Garda Cycling Club.

2. The colours of the ‘Club’ shall be blue.

3. The object of the ‘Club’ shall be the encouragement of the sport of cycling within An Garda Siochana.

4. The ‘Club’ shall conform in all respects with the Rules of the national governing body, currently ‘Cycling Ireland’.

5. Membership of the ‘Club’ shall be made up of the following:



a)
Full Members - members of An Garda Siochana and ex-members of An Garda Siochana who were members of the ‘Club’ prior to their retirement. 



b) Associate Members – all persons who are not members of An Garda Siochana or ex-members of An Garda Siochana (who were members of the ‘Club’ prior to their retirement). 



Only 'Full Members' shall not be eligible to vote, be nominated as candidates, 

or themselves nominate other candidates to the Committee.

6. Every member shall pay to the ‘Club’ the appropriate yearly ‘membership fee’, which is paid by yearly subscription. 



This fee, commencing the 1st January 2010 is set at €20 per calender year.

No person shall be allowed to become an honorary or temporary member of the ‘Club’ or to be relieved of the appropriate ‘membership fee’.

7. Members who are in default of subscriptions will not be allowed to compete for the ‘Club’ or partake in organised 'Club' events and will not receive financial assistance towards the defraying of costs involved in competitive racing. 

'Full Members' in default of subscriptions shall not be eligible to vote, nor can they be nominated as candidates, or themselves nominate other candidates to the Committee.

8. Members shall be obliged to inform the Committee of any members misconduct or violation of ‘Club’ rules. 

In the event of any member disregarding the rules and regulations of the ‘Club’, or conducting himself/herself in a manner not for the well being of the ‘Club’, he/she shall be called upon by the Committee to resign and on his failure to do so, he/she shall forthwith be expelled and forfeit all interest in and all claim he may have on the ‘Club’.

9. In the event of a member being expelled, he/she shall have the right of appeal by way of a Special General Meeting.

A majority of three quarters of the members present will be necessary to rescind the Committee’s decision. 

10. The business affairs of the ‘Club’ shall be under the management of a Committee consisting of: a Chairman, a Secretary, a Treasurer together with four other members elected at the Annual General Meeting.

The Committee shall be elected for one year from the date of the Annual General Meeting and may be elected for a further period.

11. It shall be the duty of the Secretary, or in his absence a Committee member nominated by him/her, to attend, keep minutes of every business transacted by every Committee, Special or General Meeting.

He/she shall enroll the names of members and prepare the business to be laid before meetings of the Committee.

All communications received by him/her shall be formally acknowledged and placed before the next meeting of the Committee.

He/she shall draw up a report of the affairs of the ‘Club’ and present it to the Annual General Meeting.

12. It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to receive all subscriptions and monies that may be paid to him/her on behalf of the ‘Club’ and be responsible for same.

Monies collected shall be transferred promptly and deposited to the credit of the ‘Club’ and its Bankers.

He/she shall make payments on account by cheque, which shall bear his/her signature.

The correct accounts and books shall be kept by the Treasurer showing the financial affairs, receipts and disbursements and he/she shall present a financial statement/report at every Committee Meeting and at the Annual General Meeting.

13. The Committee shall hold meetings as often as necessary, but at least every eight weeks, in order to transact the business of the ‘Club’.

14. The Committee shall have the power to decide and arrange all matters which arise and are not directly controlled by the foregoing rules and they shall be at liberty to make any regulations necessary, such however not to interfere with the General Rules.

15. No new rule shall be made, or any of these rules rescinded, altered or amended except at an Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting, when such amendments or additions shall have a member proposing and a member seconding and shall be handed to the Secretary at least seven days before a Special or General Meeting.

16. A majority of three quarters of the members present will be necessary to alter or rescind any of the rules.

17. All members understand, and agree, that they participate in events, whether on the public highway or otherwise, at their own risk, and that no liability whatever will attach to the 'Club' or its officials, other promoting club, or any officials of any cycling event nor to Cycling Ireland, Provincial Board affiliated thereto, for any injury, loss or damage suffered by them in or by reason of any event however such may be caused. 
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
